any timely and appropriate action in this regard, if so, the details thereof and the reaction of the

(a) to (c)  Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited (BSNL) and Mahanagar Telephone Nigam Limited 

(MTNL) have informed that they have shared mobile tower sites with private Telecom Service 

Providers (TSPs) as per Master Service Agreements (MSA). Monthly rental charges claimed by 

BSNL varies from Rs.21,000/- to Rs.38,700/- and for MTNL from Rs.30,000 to Rs.1,50,000.  BSNL 

and MTNL have rented out 13051 and 392 mobile tower sites respectively to private TSPs, details of 

which are at Annexure.  

 

(d) & (e)  Mostly private TSPs are paying rent on time.  However, in case of any delay in 

payment, BSNL and MTNL regularly follow up the matter and take actions for early payment and to 

effect recoveries.
